A degree in Mathematics can take your career in many directions. Most students choose to enter the workforce right
after graduation, and many continue their education after a few years in the workforce. Our students are equipped with
a strong foundation for a career as a(n): High School Mathematics Teacher, Middle School Mathematics Teacher, District
Level Math Coach, Non-Profit Employee, Community Educator.

Start researching potential career paths on O*Net. Here, you can find valuable information, including
typical tasks associated with the profession, the skills and knowledge required, the necessary education
and licensures, wages and employment trends, professional organizations, and related occupations.
Search for careers such as Secondary Teacher. 

Volunteer on or off-campus with different community organizations such as Boys and Girls Club of the
RRV, Youthworks, Big Brothers Big Sisters, or after school tutoring programs.
